Once the denim was collected through the COTTON.FROM BLUE TO GREEN.™ program,
JBM Fibers, a leading manufacturer of reprocessed fiber based in Brownsville, Texas
processed the denim and returned it to its natural original fiber state, cotton, for the
manufacturing of the insulation. From there, Bonded Logic, Inc., a leader in natural fiber
insulation, converted the material into UltraTouch™ natural cotton fiber insulation, an
environmentally safe, non-itch insulation made from natural fibers that offers exceptional
acoustic and thermal performance with no carcinogenic warnings, formaldehyde, or
chemical irritants used. In total, Bonded Logic manufactured 70,000 square feet of natural
cotton fiber insulation from the donated denim. The insulation will be given to Habitat for
Humanity affiliates in the Gulf Coast region this spring as they continue to rebuild from the
hurricanes in ‘05.
